Materials Needed: 

Tracing Constellations printable sheets  
(or draw your own), crayon or marker. 

Instructions: 

Choose one of the printable constellation sheets. Practice connecting the 
dots (representing stars) with a crayon or marker. Use the dotted lines as a 
guide. Repeat with other constellation sheets. 

Note: Tracing does not have to be precise. Young children will develop fine motor skills 

over time.

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Tracing Constellations Printable: Orion 
Trace over the lines to connect the dots. The dots represent the main stars of 
the constellation. 

In Greek mythology, Orion was a hunter and 
the son of Poseidon (the god of the sea). 
Orion includes the star Rigel, which is the 7th 
brightest star in the sky. Rigel is 773 light 
years away and shines 40,000 times brighter 
than the Sun! 
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
